1. Hold firmly to Allah’s Rope, and follow the Guidance, and do 

not be an innovator, so that perhaps you will succeed. 

 

 

2. And practice your religion based on the Book of Allah and the   

Sunnah which have come from the Messenger of Allah صلى الله عليه وسلم in 

order that you will be saved and reward will be achieved. 

 

 

3. And say: [Surely] the Speech of our King is not created; for 

[indeed] that was the belief of the righteous ones [who 

preceded us], and such was what they expressed eloquently. 

 

 

4. And do not be [from those who] do not take a stance 

pertaining to the Quran, as was the case with the followers of 

Jahm, and they were excessively liberal in leniency. 
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5. And do not say that the recitation of the Quran is created, 

since the Speech of Allah, through its recitation is made clear. 

 

6. And say: Allah will make Himself visible to the creation, openly, 

just as the full moon is not hidden (i.e. apparent), and your 

Lord more is clear. 

 

7. And He was not born, nor has He fathered anyone, nor is there 

anything similar to Him, Exalted and Glorified is He. 

 

8. And perhaps, a Jahmi rejects this, however, we have – as 

confirmation of what we say – a clarifying hadeeth. 

 

9. Jarir narrated it from the statement of Muhammad صلى الله عليه وسلم, so, say 

what he said concerning that issue, and you shall succeed.

10. And perhaps, a Jahmi will deny His Right Hand as well, while 

both of His Hands are giving out all kinds of bounties. 

 

 

11. And say: The Ever-Compelling Descends each night, without 

asking how; magnificent is the One God, The Perfect One, of 

all Praise He is worthy. 

 

12. Down to the lowest heaven, granting bounties from His 

Grace, as the gates of the heavens are opened and spread 

widely. 

 

 

13. He says: Is there anyone seeking forgiveness who would like 

to meet a Forgiver? Or is there anyone seeking gifts of 

goodness and provisions, so he could be given Graciously? 

 

 

14. A group (the Salaf) – whose reports are not to be rejected – 

has reported this, but indeed, another group have failed 

belying these       narrators, thus they were disgraced heavily. 
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15. And say: Indeed, the best of the people after Muhammad 

 were his two deputies of old (Abu Bakr and then Umar), and صلى الله عليه وسلم

then ‘Uthmaan, accordingly. 

 

 

16. And the fourth of the best of creation (of non-Prophets) 

after them is ‘Ali, the companion of goodness, through 

goodness he achieved it successfully. 

 

17. This is the [elite] family, those who we have no doubt 

about, upon the grand camels of [Jannatul] Firdaws, shining 

brightly and roaming freely. 

 

 

18. Sa’eed, Sa’d, Ibn ‘Awf, Talhah, ‘Aamir of Fihr, and Zubayr the 

praiseworthy. 

 

19. And speak with the best terms about the Companions – all 

of them. And do not be one who speaks ill of them, pointing 

out their faults and criticizing deviantly. 
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20. Since the clear Revelation has spoken of their excellence, 

and in [Surat] Al-Fatḥ are verses about the Companions, 

praising them befittingly. 

 

21. And regarding the pre-ordained Qadr, be certain, since it is 

the pillar that combines many affairs of the Religion, and the 

Religion encompasses more comparatively. 

 

22. And do not reject, out of ignorance, [belief in] Nakeer 

and Munkar, or the Pool, or the Scales, surely you are being 

advised sincerely. 

 

23. And say; Allah, The Great, will remove, with His Grace, out 

of the Fire, people, burned severely, whom placed, they’ll be 

 

24. By the river in [Jannatul] Firdaws, wherein they will regain life 

by its water, like a seed taken by a flood that comes and 

wipes things away with its water running abundantly. 
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25. And surely, the Messenger of Allah  صلى الله عليه وسلم will intercede for the 

[Muslim] creation. And say about the punishment of the grave, 

that it is the truth, made clear. 

 

26. And do not make takfeer (i.e. announce them to be non-

Muslim) of those who pray, even if they commit sins, since all of 

them commit sins, while the Owner of the Throne Forgives 

Graciously. 

 

27. And do not hold a belief like that of the Khawaarij, for it is a 

position held – by only those who desire it – destructively and 

disgracefully. 

 

28. And do not be a Murji’, one who plays games with his 

religion, surely, the Murji’ is joking about the religion [by not 

taking it seriously]. 

 

29. And say: Eemaan (faith) consists of [uttered] statements, 

intentions (i.e.  belief of the heart) and actions, according to 

the statements of the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم made explicitly. 
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30. And it decreases sometimes due to disobedience, and 

sometimes because of obedience it grows, and on the Scale it 

will outweigh [other things] heavily. 

 

31. And keep yourself [away] from the opinions of 

[unknown/deviant] people and their stance, since the stance 

of the Messenger of Allah صلى الله عليه وسلم is more pure and comforting, 

comparably.  

 

32. And do not be from those who play games with their 

religion, attacking and reviling the people of hadeeth. 

 

33. If you keep the belief contained within this poem all your 

life, O my friend, upon goodness you shall be, when you wake 

up and when you sleep. 
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
