Narrated ‘Abdullah bin ‘Umar Lgs @' s, The Prophet #= met Zaid bin ‘Amr bin Nufail in the bottom of {the
valley of) Baldah before the desecnt of any Divine revelation to the Prophel @z A meul was presented to the
Prophet @ but he refused to eat from it. (Then it was presented to Zaid) who said, “1 do not eat anything which you
slaughter on your Neusub* in the name of your idols. 1 eat only those (animals)y an which Allah’s Name has been
mentioned at the time of (their) slaughtering.” Zuid bin ‘Amr used to criticise the way Quraish used to slaughter
their animals and used to say, “Allah has created the sheep and He has sent the water for it from the sky, and He
has grown the grass for it from the earth; yet you slaughter it in others than the Name of Alldh.” He used to say so,
for he rejected that practice and considered it as something ahominable. [Suhif Al-Bukhdr, 5/3826 {0.P.169)]
Narrated Tbn ‘Umar g 41 >, Zaid bin ‘Amr bin Nufail went to Sham (the region comprising Syria, Lebanon,
Palestine and Jordan), enquiring about a true religion to follow. He met a Jewish religious scholar and asked him
about their religion. He said, “1 intend to embrace your religion, so teil me something about i1.” The Jew said, “You
will not embrace our religion unless you reccive your share of Allih’s Anger.” Zaid said, “1 do not run except from
Allah’s Anger, and 1 will never bear a bit of it if T have the power 1o avoid it. Can you tell me of some other
religion?” He said, “I do not know any other religion except Hanif (Islamic Monotheism).” Zaid enquired, “What is
Hanif?” He said, “Hanif is the religion of (the Prophet) Ibrahim [(Abraham) 5.5 +ie], he was neither a JTew nor a
Christian, and he used to worship none but Alizh [(Alone) — Islamic Monotheism|.” Then Zaid went out and met a
Christian religious scholar and told him the same (as before). The Christian said, “You will not embrace our religion
unless you get a share of Alldh’s Curse.”” Zaid replied, “I do not run execpt from Allah’s Curse, and 1 will ncver bear
any of Allah's Curse and His Anger if 1 have the power to avoid them. Will you tell me of some other religion?” He
replied, “I do not know any other religion except Hanif (1slamic Monotheism).” Zaid cnquired, “What is Hanif?” He
replied “Hanif is the religion of (the Prophet) Ibrahim {(Abraham) 21 «le], he was neither a Jew nor a Christian,
and he used to worship none but Allah [(Alone) — Tslamic Monotheism].” When Zaid heard their statement
about (the religion of) Tbrahim (Ahraham), he left that place, and when he came out, he raised both his hands and
said, “O Allah! 1 make You my Witness that [ am on the religion of lbrahim (Abraham).” [Sahik Al-Bukhari, 5/3817
(O.P.169)]

Narrated Asma bint Abu Bakr e 4t ;1 saw Zaid bin ‘Amr hin Nufail standing with his back against the Ka‘bah
and saying, “O people of Quraish!
